Bulbo penda nt light (1950s) , Lisa Johansson -Pape
The pendant light designed by Lisa Johansson-Pape consists of a
beautiful, organic shape mouth-blown glass bowl. This lamp with a pear
like shape filters light through the softly etched bowil.

Colour: white

Tromba pendant light (1950s) , Lisa Johansson -Pape

Lisa Johansson-Pape designed lamp resembles the form of a trumpet.
The mouth blown dome filters light beautifully through the shining opal
glass.

Colour: white
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Amanda plafond (1950s), Lisa Johans son-Pape

A timeless elegant plafond designed by Lisa Johansson-Pape. The light
filters evenly through a white, 70 cm wide acrylic light shade. Four
energy saving light bulbs are the light source.

Kurki 40 pendant lamp (1950s) Yki N ummi

Kurki is an acrylic pendant lamp designed by Yki Nummi. The inner
shade of the lamp is white, which filters the light evenly to the outer
transparent smokey grey shade. Suitable light source is an energy-
saving lamp.

Kuplat - Bubbles(1950s), Yki Nummi

Kuplat in Finnish means bubbles. Kuplat is a pure design classic by Yki
Nummi. The lamp consists of two acrylic shades of different

colours, one nesting inside the other. The white acrylic inner shade
functions as a reflecting surface for the light. The outer transparent
acrylic shade comes in various alternative colours. The two shades are
mounted by a conical shaped white cup.

Colours : smoke grey, transparent, purple and sand.

Tuomas pendant lamp (1950s), Yki Num mi

Tuomas pendant lamp designed by Yki Nummi consists of two cone
shaped covers. The light reflects up and down. The outer cap is smokey
grey in colour. The inner cap is of white acrylic. Suitable light source is
an energy-saving light bulb.

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Lago pendant lamp (2011), Pauli Partanen

Lago pendant lamp designed by Pauli Partanen has an organic, white
acrylic lamp shade, which filters light beautifully in its surroundings. Lago
is a sister lamp for the Laguna plafond, enabling a consistent interior
design. Suitable light source is an energy-saving light bulb.

Moon plafond (2011), Eero Aarnio

Moon plafond is designed by Eero Aarnio. The clear basic forms of a
circle and a square are united to create a harmony, where half spheres
are like moon craters. Moon plafond is part of the same product family
as the pendant lamps Moon and Golf. The light is glare free owing to
the large lamp size, ensuring low surface brightness. Suitable light
source is four energy-saving light bulbs.

Modulo pendant and desk lamp (2011) , Isa Kolehmain  en

Modulo range pendant and desk lamps are designed by Isa
Kolehmainen with variability and clean design message in mind. The
lamp shade is made of pressure-turned acrylic, which consisting of a
white frame and a brown or smokey grey satin acrylic outer cover. Both
lamps consist of three separate parts, which are easy to assemble. The
lamp forms are inspired by geometrics and modularity. Suitable light
source is an energy-saving light bulb.

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Talo table lamp (2011)

The design of House- table lamp introduces us a familiar basic form
which finds its place in the children’s room as well as in the living room.
Suitable light source is an energy saving light bulb.

Vase pendant lamp (2011), Eero Aarnio

The Vase-pendant is designed by Eero Aarnio. It consists of two
overlapping vase-shaped plastic shades. The inner opaque white shade
shines through the outer clear and transparent shade.

Recognized Finnish designer Eero Aarnio created the figurative form of
three cubes of different sizes. Clear geometric lines and playful design of
Kubo create enjoyable atmosphere and softly dispersed light. Kubo is
now available in Maxi size.

Gulimo wall lamp (2011), Juho Lyytikainen ja Jens Lindgren/
Hai Hello

Gulimio designed by Jens Lindgren and Juho Lyytikdinen can be easily
installed either on a wall or a corner. Gulimios angular graphic design
allows the light to glide upwards through an open edge. The opal acrylic
shade filters the light evenly. Suiteble light source is an energy saving
light bulb.

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Lisa Johansson -Pape
Lighting, textiles and furniture designer (1907 - 1989)

Lisa Johansson-Pape graduated as a furniture designer in Helsinki in 1927
and her career was long and varied. She started with furniture and carpet
design in 1930s. Her furniture design was based on the durability of the
basic structure and its functionality, as was typical at the time. Lisa
Johansson-Pape’s works represented Finland in many international
exhibitions from the1930s onwards.

Yki Nummi
Designer, artist (1925 - 1984)

Yki Nummi is still considered to be among the most remarkable
Scandinavian designers of the1950s — 1970s period. Nummi was a versatile
and gifted artist and designer who designed all kinds of practical utility
goods for homes. His works were awarded gold medals at the Milan
Triennials of 1954 and1957. He also received the Pro Finlandia medal from
the President of Finland in 1971.

Eero Aarnio
Interior architect, designer, professor h.c. (born 1932)

Eero Aarnio is one of the great innovators of modern furniture design
with a successful career spanning over 45 years. He became very
famous after the introduction of his 1960s hit classics, the fibreglass Ball
and Pastil chairs, which are still in production today. The characteristics
of Aarnio’s design are his playful and reduced shapes and forms and
fresh colours.

Isa Kolehmainen
Product designer (born 1986)

Isa Kolehmainen graduated as a designer from the Lahti University of
AppliedScienses Institute of Art and Design. Urban culture, music and
movies are some of her favorite activities as she was born and raised in
the capital of Finland. She has studied in Budapest and lived in London
which has been a great inspiration to her. She also took part in a work
group called Hetkinen! which held exhibitions in both Lahti and New
York.
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Jens Lindgren and Juho Lyytikainen (s. 1983 & 1980)
Product designers
